Shelley has been a guest on Simply Quilts with Alex 

Anderson and partnered with RJR Fashion Fabrics, making quilts that appeared in The Quilter, 

Quiltmaker, McCallôs Quilting and Quilterôs World. Her line of patterns includes designs that use 

easy elements of her Cathedral Window Quilt technique to create Cathedral Window curves and 

chains as well as original designs of Cathedral Window Quilts. The workshop is on Saturday, 

7/17/2010, at the Lodge at the Four Seasons community.  This is the same location as Cindyôs work-

shops last May and all the participants really enjoyed the beautiful and comfortable setting.  There is 

still room in this workshop so please contact either CeCe Westerfield (rebelette16@sbcglobal.net) or 

Joan Millsap (joanmillsap@gmail.com) to get signed up for this exciting class.
