Quilt Show Setup 

VOLUNTEERS NEEDED:    Before we can enjoy the Quilt Show we need the quilt racks assembled.  I will need 
about 20 people.  The racks are assembled in teams of 2 people.  There are about 90 racks.  The racks are assembled on 
top of tables so no getting down on the floor.  Also, plastic zip ties are used in place of most of the bolts and nuts.  If you 
have a husband or male friend you can bring along that would be great.  A few good muscles are always welcome.  The 
set up will be on Thursday, January 28, 2010 at 10a.m. in Building #3 at the Fairgrounds.  That is the building to the left 
as you enter the front gate.  The take down of the racks after the Quilt Show will be on Sunday, January 30, 2010 shortly 
after the closing at 4p.m.  As the quilts are removed from the racks, the rods holding the quilts are placed on the floor.  
The rods will be collected and brought to a central location for taping into groups of 6 for storage.  The racks are disas-
sembled where they stand, stacked individually, and brought to a central location for taping for storage.   

You can drive onto the fair grounds on 
Thursday morning and Sunday evening 
by entering the gate just north of the 
main gate.
